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The Upper Canada Playhouse is located in an old toothbrush factory on the west end of Morrisburg. The Playhouse was established in 1983 where it operated out of a large tent on Upper Canada Rd. It later moved to the old factory in 1990 where it remains today.

The season runs from April to December and consists of six or more shows. They continue to sell an average of forty thousand seats every year; making them a thriving and important part of our community. The Playhouse has brought laughter, joy, and happiness to us for many years. Morrisburg would not be the same without them. 

The Playhouse’s unique venue allows them to have many services right on site. They have their own functioning workshop where the new sets can be created as well as two loading docks which make bringing in new materials a breeze. The Playhouse employs many interesting people for- example many of the sets are designed and painted by a local artist in his late eighties. The Playhouse continues to expand, most recently with the addition of their new offices and a box office at the front as well as the planned storage space to be constructed later this year. 
The Upper Canada Playhouse has been an active member and advertising partner of the South Dundas Chamber of Commerce for many years now. The advertising opportunities available through the Playhouse help ensure our local businesses can remain successful.
